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Adventures - Tassie is a fantastic outdoor playground. The understated beauty of
Tasmania is best seen at your own pace under your own steam. Our natural setting is
perfect for bushwalks, water based activities such as cruising, rafting, diving and
kayaking, the climate and roads are great for road cycling and mountain biking; and
that’s just the start.

Bay of Fires — Named by early explorers after seeing Aboriginal fires dotted along the
coastline, the Bay of Fires is a stunning stretch of long white beaches, headlands and
heathers. Enjoy the chance to take a peaceful walk along a deserted beach unfound
in other parts of Australia.

Bicheno — A small fishing town and coastal resort, the laidback surfing town of
Bicheno attracts hundreds of locals during summer holidays, and the town fills to
capacity for several months of the year with tourists. Surrounded by pristine white
beaches it's also famous for the Little Penguins that return to their rookeries every
night — and you don't have to sit in a grandstand to see them!

Cradle Mountain — One of the most popular national parks in Tasmania, this World
Heritage listed area is the gateway to the famous Overland Track and also to dozens
of shorter half and full day walks. The jagged peaks, gorges and tarns are spectacular
so don't forget your camera. There is no fast food or bright lights at Cradle Mountain,
but the night sky will put on a display of stars you may never have seen before. This
is the place to see wombats, pademelons and even Tasmanian devils as the sun sets.

Devonport — Devonport sits on the banks of the Mersey River and is Tasmania’s third
largest city. It is home to the Spirit of Tasmania ferry from Melbourne and we pick up
right from the terminal on some of our tours. It's about 100km drive from Launceston
and is amidst rolling hills and the rich soil of dairy and vegetable farms.

Freycinet NP — Another of Tasmania's natural highlights, situated on the east coast,
Freycinet is completely different from the west. With pristine white beaches, dry sandy
sclerophyll forests, secluded coves and rocky cliffs, it has 1/10 of the rainfall of the
west. The pink granite rocks of the Hazards Range dominate the Freycinet National
Park, and the walk to picturesque Wineglass Bay is well worth it.

Greenies — The world's first Green political party started in Tasmania as early as the
1960's. Most notable for the Franklin River dam decision victory, the Greens are still
very strong in Tasmania, although you might find that not everyone agrees.

Hobart - Perhaps Australia's most stress-free and engaging city, Hobart has a thriving
festival scene and being Australia's second oldest city, a real sense of history.
Founded in 1804 on the mouth of the River Derwent against the striking backdrop of
Mount Wellington, Hobart is a city of attractive Georgian sandstone and brick
buildings, many convict-built. For walking, eating and just soaking in the atmosphere,
Hobart is a great place for a couple of days, especially on a Saturday for Salamanca
Market.

Launceston — Like many Australian places, Launceston was named after a town in
England; however it has a climate more like the south of France. ‘Lonnie’ has all the
charm and pace of a regional centre, but with facilities you'd expect from a much larger
city, minus the queues or traffic. Plus it's just 45 minutes flying time from Melbourne,
and 95 minutes from Sydney.

Mt Field NP — Tasmania's oldest national park, this is the place to see Tall Trees,
photogenic waterfalls, temperate rainforest and many of Tasmania's native animals.

Port Arthur — This was really the worst place in Tasmania during the 1800's — 'hell on
earth' in fact. Convicts were sent here to reform or perish. The site remains a
fascinating reminder of how Australian life was in the early days and is the most
popular tourist attraction in Tasmania.

Strahan — An attractive fishing/tourist town right on the wild west coast of Tasmania.
It has a fascinating history with mining, pining, convicts and fishing. Even the journey
to and from Strahan is visually stunning with wild oceans, rainforest and rugged
mountain ranges.

Tarkine — The Tarkine rainforest is one of the most significant temperate rainforests on
earth. It contains the largest rainforest and one of the greatest concentrations of
aboriginal sites found in Australia.

Tasmanian Devil - One of Tasmania's distinctive and unforgettable native animals,
the Tassie Devil (the inspiration for the cartoon character Taz) is actually a shy
nocturnal creature, meaning it only comes out at night. They're not commonly spotted,
although if you go out walking at Cradle Mountain with a torch (flashlight) you may
come across one out looking for dinner! Be guiet though, they're more scared of you
than you are of them.

Tasslie Beer — Some of the best beers in the world are brewed here using fresh water
from the mountains and streams. We have two breweries and if you want to start an
argument tell someone from Launceston that Cascade is the best, or tell someone
from Hobart that Boags' is the best. But we think you should choose — they're both
found in good pubs and bottle shops throughout the state.
